Leslie David Ridgeway, Sr., was called home to the Lord on Tuesday, August

The guitar, fiddle,
mandolin, banjo, saxophone, and drums were instruments he mastered and,
he could even peck out a tune on the piano. Throughout the ‘50’s, Les was a
member of several bands performing live on the radio. He enjoyed performing
and he gained a lot of fans with his musical talent and his extremely good
looks. He, also, bred, raised and trained sulky racehorses for many years.
Some of his horses were outstanding winners! While Les loved his music and
his horses; his greatest pride and joy was his wife, sons and grandchildren.
Les was the most genuine, caring person on the planet. He tirelessly gave of



himself to his children and grandchildren. He was genuinely the world’s
greatest dad!
